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AN ORDINANCE TO AMEND THE MUNICIPAL CODE OF THE TOWN OF
DEWEY BEACH, DELAWARE TO RESCIND AND DELETE AS A
CONDITIONAL USE THE CONVERSION, DEDICATION, OR DECLARATION
OF EXISTING HOTELS OR MOTELS TO OWNERSHIP AS CONDOMINIUM
UNITS FROM THE RR-RESORT RESIDENTIAL PROVISIONS OF SECTION
185-24 D (8) AND THE RB - RESORT BUSINESS PROVISIONS
OF SECTION 185-25D (13)

WHEREAS, the Commissioners of the Town of Dewey Beach recognize the
legislative responsibility to regulate the use of land in accordance with a comprehensive
plan, to make regulations designed to lessen congestion in the streets, to secure safety
from fire, panic and other dangers, to promote health and the general welfare, to provide
adequate light and air, to prevent the overcrowding of land and to avoid undue
concentration of population, to facilitate the adequate provision of transportation, water,
and sewerage, and to regulate land uses with reasonable consideration to the character of
the particular district and its suitability for particular uses and with a view to conserving
the value of existing buildings and encouraging the most appropriate use of land
throughout the municipality, all in accordance with the provisions of 22 Del.Code Section
303 and Section 14-201 of the Dewey Beach Municipal Code, and;

WHEREAS, as a result of Ordinance 523, enacted December 28, 2004, and
Ordinance 551, enacted October 10, 2005, a Conditional Use zoning classification in the
RR-Resort Residential and RB-Resort Business Districts, codified as Section 185 -24 D
(8) and Section 185 —25 D (13), respectively, was approved for the conversion of
residential units and limited non-residential common areas by Conditional Use approval
in accordance with the minimum standards set forth in the Ordinance and with such other
conditions as may be deemed appropriate and approved by the Town Commissioners
after public hearings, and

WHEREAS, the Town Commissioners presently deem it appropriate to rescind
and delete from the Code Section 185 — 24 D (8) and Section 185 — 25 D (13) for the

following reasons:




NOW THEREFORE,
BE IT ENACTED AND ORDAINED, by the Commissioners of the Town of
Dewey Beach, Sussex County, Delaware that:

SECTION 1.

Section 185-24 entitled “RR - Resort Residential District” is hereby amended by the
rescission of and deletion from the Section of the following Sub-section

(8):

(8) Conversion, dedication, or declaration of existing hotels or motels to ownership
as residential condominium units.

(a) Any conversion, dedication, or declaration of existing buildings, structures
and land used as nonconforming hotels or motels to ownership as
condominium units pursuant to the Delaware Unit Property Act shall be
prohibited unless approved by the Town Commissioners after public
hearings in accordance with the general procedures and requirements for
acquiring a conditional use permit as set forth in this chapter, Articles VII
and XII. Special requirements, in addition to the standards set forth in this
section, may be reasonably imposed by the Commissioners to assure
protection of surrounding properties and to promote the intent and purpose
of § 185-3 of this Code.

(b) The conversion, dedication or declaration of a hotel or motel to residential
condominium units shall not require compliance with the following
sections of Articles III, IV, VI and VIII of this chapter, provided the
declarant/owner does not propose any expansion of footprint of the
existing building(s) and provided the declarant/owner does not propose to
add any additional square footage to the existing building(s): §§ 185-18,
Change of use, 185-24G(1), (2), (4) and (5), Area and bulk requirements
of RR District, 185-35, Off-street parking requirements, 185-49, Yards,
front, side and rear, 185-53, Special regulations for townhouses and
multiunit structures, and § 185-55, Natural or planting area. The height
requirements of § 185-24G shall be applicable. Conversion to
condominium units or to common areas of the condominium shall be
prohibited in the event of demolition of an existing hotel/motel structure,
or in the event of demolition of any portion of an exterior structure,
exterior wall or exterior foundation, with the exception of minor changes
or alterations for doors or windows or for safety reasons such as
emergency stairways or other such minor alterations as required by Town
of Dewey Beach, State of Delaware or federal regulations. [Amended 10-
